Envelope stamps must be cut out square, and
each denomination, each issue, and each color
of paper kept seperate. This applies to the
common varieties. Of the issue before 1870
send the entire envelupe when possible.

Be sure to pay full postage on all packages or
stdmp:. sent us.

Find them in old drawers and boxes. packed
away in storerooms and garrets. Be careful
and not tear any of these old issues.
