S A L E S  O F  I R R E G U L A R  Q U A N T I T I E S .

In making sales of envelopes and wrappers in quantities other than as above set forth, it is expected Postmasters will evince a due spirit of accommodation, but 
they are not required to lose the fractions of a^ent; and if a Postmaster cannot make change, the purchaser must tender the exact amount for the number required.

The postage on stamped envelopes and news^iper wrappers spoiled in directing will be refunded in stamps by a Postmaster, if satisfied they have never been 
sent by mail, and that the misdirection actually octmrreH at-the place where the redemption is claimed; also, provided that such envelopes shall be presented in a 
whole condition. (See sections 189 and 174, postal regulations of 1866.)

S P E C I A L  R E Q U E S T  E N V E L O P E S .

When ordered in quantities of 500 and upward, of any specified denomination, the Department will, if desired, print on the upper left band corner of any of 
th e  a b o v e  described envelopes, except Nos. 4, 6, and 9, (circulars and newspaper wrappers,) without additional charge, the NAME, (excluding business employment,) 
a n d  post o f f ic e  a d d r e s s  o f  parties, w it h  a  r e q u e s t  to r e t u r n , if unclaimed within a given time. These are officially designated as Special Request Envelopes; a n d  
PARTIES MUST IN ALL CASES ORDER THEM THROUGH POSTMASTERS, AND NOT BY DIRECT APPLICATION TO THE DEPARTMENT.
