Spain, for the sake of false pride,
bigotry, politics and a child king, has
buried in the depths of the sea thirty-
five vessels of her navy, valued at 36,
500,000 Dollars. By their rusting hulks
lie the bodies of more than a thousand
Spanish tars,

Spain has surrendered in territory
to the United States directly Cuba,
with a population of 1.500,000 and an
area of 45,000 square miles, and Puerto
Itico with a population of 810,000 and
an area of 3.070 square miles; also the
Ladrone Islands, with a population of
15,000 and an area of 417 square wmiles.

This loss is the gain of the United
States, which. to bring it about. placed
in service a first class navy, with 10,-
000 men and fifty effective vessels, and
i volunteer and regular army of 278,-
S00 men.
